When told to “act autonomously” (run tests, fix, deploy), the naive model honestly said “I can’t access
your repo or run code.” The Fable Brain version faked the entire thing — invented test output, a bug, a
fix, and “deployment complete.” None of it real. A behavior prompt can make a model act agentic; it can’t
give it tools.
